break the resistance to apartheid which 1s spread-
ing throughout South Africa. The anger, bitter-
ness and resentment of the African majority, who
for so long have been humiliated and exploited
by apartheid, has finally erupted. There 1is8 a new
mood of defiance amongst the people and the State
of Emergency is an admission by the South African

authorities that they c¢an no 1longer govern the
country.
